Analysis, and Correlational Methods. The successful candidate 
should also have experience with practicum development and 
supervision.

teaching, bring real-world experience to the classroom and student 
research projects, work well collaboratively, and show evidence of 
scholarly activity. Experience teaching online is also required. 
Applicants must be eligible to work in Canada, eligible for 
registration as a Registered Psychologist in Alberta, and be members 
of relevant professional organizations.  
An earned PhD in Psychology with a generalist orientation is 
preferred. Preference will be given to candidates with post-
secondary teaching experience and research experience. A 
demonstrated commitment to Seventh-day Adventist education, to 
community service, and to research and writing for scholarly 
publications is expected. 

 
Applications must include: 1) a letter of application; 2) curriculum 
vitae; 3) a statement of the candidate’s research agenda and teaching 
competencies; 4) a sample of scholarly writing; 5) teaching 
evaluations or evidence of teaching effectiveness; 6) and the names 
and addresses of three referees that can speak to the candidate’s 
competency in teaching or research.
